Credits are awarded for the Access course modules. To achieve the Access Diploma, you 
must gain all 60 credits, including a minimum of 45 credits at Level 3. There are 20 units 
worth 3 credits each; 6 units of Biology, 4 of Psychology, 3 of Health Studies, 3 Sociology 
and 4 development units. 15 units are graded, while 5 must be passed but are not graded. 
The Access to HE Diploma is awarded by Openawards.org.
