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This study programme is for students with an EHCP who are ready/almost ready for the
world of work. It is a supported transition from education into employment and is
considered to be a student's final year in education.

COURSE DETAILS

Each student's Supported Internship is a bespoke study programme consisting of 1 day in
college and 2-4 days (16 hours) in the work place. Students are matched to work placements
that are sourced from a wide range of industries and students are supported as much or as
little as required over the course of the academic year by a Job Coach until they are able to
fulfil a job description supplied by the employer. We work with employers in a wide variety of
industries including: Care, Catering, Retail, Planning, Engineering, Administration, Motor
Vehicle and many more.Supported Internships are always set up with the intention and the
understanding from the employer that if and when the student is able to fulfil the job
description they will be taken on as a paid employee.

ENTRY GUIDELINES

An initial interview and assessment will ensure you are put in a class at the right level. These
levels are Entry Level 3, Level 1 and Level 2.1f English is not your first language, you may
need an assessment before enrolling on this course.
